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Dear Parents, Carers, Staff, Students & Friends, 
As I settle in at Andergrove I am impressed with the 
majority of our students who display school behaviours that 
best position them to learn, be respectful and safe while at 
school. Students’ positive attitudes and considerate 
behaviours ensure they maximise their learning potential 
while at the same time supporting and encouraging others to 
do their best at school. 
As I interact with students I continue to reinforce some 
common messages. 

¨  Children come to school to learn, be safe and be 
respectful to others. 

¨  Everyone must accept their responsibilities before they 
exercise their rights.  Children must understand that 
teachers have a right to teach and other students have a 
right to learn. No-one should selfishly impact upon 
others learning  opportunities.  

¨  In a school community, we need more “team” 
behaviours than “me” behaviours.  Everyone is an 
important individual, but we also have to consider 
others in everything we do. 

¨  Children only have three choices when something 
happens that they don’t like … 
1. Ignore it as something unimportant and get on with 
  their learning. 

  2. Talk with the offender/s and Warn them that the 
   problem will be reported if it occurs again. 
 3. Report the problem to an adult who can help solve 
  the problem. 
 
NO PAY BACK. Fighting, paying back or prolonging an 
argument only continues and complicates the problem.  

¨  Bystanders are expected to take some positive action to 
assist resolve difficulties or at least report issues to an 
adult who can help. 

¨  Positive student behaviours will be acknowledged, but 
unacceptable behaviour cannot be tolerated anywhere 
within our school community.   

Parents will be informed if their child persistently engages 
in unacceptable behaviours. This may be by way of phone 
contact or a short note home. However as of this week we 
will begin making greater use of “Responsible Behaviour 
Cards” to maximise communication with parents. I have 
found when parents are well informed of children’s school 
behaviours, they can join with us in congratulating and 
encouraging positive behaviours as well as acting to 
minimise the possibility of unacceptable behaviours.  
Students may receive one of 5 different Responsible 
Behaviour Cards in response to school behaviour both in 
classrooms and our playgrounds. 
 

·  “ Green” cards recognise positive behaviours. Green 
cards entitle students to enter a weekly lucky draw as 
an incentive to continue displaying desirable 
behaviours.  

·  “ Blue” cards indicate an improvement and/or a 
positive change. 

·  “ Yellow” cards are issued as a warning for less serious 
discipline  breaches  – no school consequence results 
but staff believe the child’s behaviour is of concern and 
something parents should be made aware of. 

·  “ Orange” cards indicate a more serious incident of 
unacceptable behaviour has occurred. A school 
consequence is imposed, usually a break time detention. 
Orange cards may also be issued if students ignore a 
warning previously shared with them. 

·  “ Red” cards are issued in response to serious incidents 
and usually require the student to complete an after 
school detention. A continuation of such behaviour may 
result in a formal school suspension.  

Responsible Behaviour Cards of all types should be signed 
by parents and returned to school the next day so that staff 
know parents are aware of the behaviours being reported to 
them. Parent support will be greatly appreciated. 
I have enjoyed meeting with or making contact with an 
increasing number of parents and have appreciated their 
support for our school. Parents have shown a willingness to 
partner with school staff in an effort to achieve the best for 
their children but also to ensure individual children are well 
aware of their responsibilities in the school community.

BEFORE SCHOOL SAFETY:  Staff are concerned about 
the number of children who arrive at school very early in the 
morning. Unless children are engaging in supervised 
activities (e.g. Instrumental Music, Sports Practice, etc), 
parents are urged not to allow children to arrive at 
school before 8:30am each morning.  Working parents are 
asked to make arrangements with neighbours and friends so 
that children can be supervised in homes.  Ideally students 
should arrive after 8:30am, which leaves them plenty of 
time to prepare for the school day which commences with 
our 8:50am bell.  
There is no formal playground supervision before or after 
school hours.  Therefore parents are advised that children 
(including toddlers) are not to play in our school grounds or 
on school play equipment before or after school.  Parents are 
encouraged to make use of Mackay City Council play areas 
at these times. 
When students arrive at school, they should use any time 
available to prepare for the day’s lessons and activities. This 
time should not be regarded as a “play” period Staff will 
also be preparing for the day’s learning activities and should 
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not be expected to deal with any unacceptable student 
behaviours before school hours.  Students have been advised 
of the following ‘before school rules’. 
·  All students who arrive at school before 8:30am 

must proceed directly to the Covered Games Area.  
Before 8:30am students are expected to SIT quietly.  A 
bell will indicate permission to move to classrooms to 
prepare for lessons. 

·  After 8:30am all students, should be ‘in’ or ‘near’ 
their classrooms. Once fully prepared, students can 
SIT and chat on verandas. Children are not to be 
roaming about the school or loitering in the Under 
Cover Games areas. 

·  No running games of any type (e.g. using hand balls, 
footballs, basketballs, etc) are to be played before 
school.  

·  Students who persistently break these rules will not 
be allowed to come to school before the 
commencement of lessons. 

ENROL NOW FOR PREP IN 2010:  Children born 
between 1 July 2004 and 30 June 2005 are eligible to 
enrol in Prep for 2010. Prep is an early education program, 
only offered in primary schools.  Prep is a full-time program 
and children attend from Monday to Friday during normal 
school hours.  Prep is integrated fully into the rest of the 
school.  Prep provides the foundation for your child’s 
success at school by developing: 
* A positive approach to learning   * 
Independence and confidence 
* Thinking and problem-solving skills  * 
Language skills    
* Early literacy and numeracy   * 
Physical abilities, including gross and fine motor skills 
We would appreciate early notice from parents who have 
Prep aged children enrolling at our school in 2010 so that we 
can best plan staffing and resourcing to meet their needs. 
Please contact the school office as soon as possible.  
 
National Literacy and Numeracy testing in 2009: The 
National Assessment Program – Literacy and Numeracy 
(NAPLAN) tests for 2009 will be held from Tuesday 12 
May to Thursday 14 May.  
Students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 will participate in four tests 
during this period – Language Conventions, Writing, 
Reading and Numeracy. 
The Language Conventions test will incorporate spelling, 
grammar and punctuation while the Numeracy testing will 
incorporate number, space and measurement. 
The Year 7 and 9 Numeracy tests will consist of a 
calculator-allowed test, followed by a non-calculator test. 
If your child is absent for school during this period, they will 
still be able to participate in testing sessions on Friday 15 
May. Please contact your child’s school in this instance.

Preparing your child for school tests: There are a number 
of ways you can help your child to prepare at home for tests: 
 

·  talk to your child about the purpose of the tests and how 
they will be given an opportunity to show what they 
have learnt in class  

·  discuss the format that test questions can take, such as 
multiple choice items, short response questions and 
writing tasks  

·  when you read together, ask your child questions about 
the story to make sure they understand what they are 
reading  

·  encourage your child to write descriptive stories about 
something they have seen, heard or read about – who 
are the main characters, what are they trying to do and 
why, where is the story set and how will it end  

·  maintain a positive attitude about the tests  
·  ensure your child gets plenty of sleep leading up to tests  
·  ensure your child exercises and eats healthy meals 

regularly, including breakfast.

SWINE FLU : You will have heard of the health threats this 
flu strain presents to us all. Please note the following 
precautions Qld Health recommends we should all take to 
minimise the possible impact flu may have upon our 
community. 
The seasonal influenza vaccine is unlikely to offer useful 
protection against swine flu.  However, it is strongly 
recommended that people continue to be vaccinated against 
seasonal influenza. For both seasonal and swine flu, the best 
way to protect yourself and others is to: 

·  stay home when you are sick  

·  wash your hands frequently with soap and water or use 
an alcohol based hand gel  

·  wash your hands prior to touching your eyes, nose and 
mouth  

·  when coughing or sneezing, cover your mouth and nose 
with disposable tissues which should be disposed of 
immediately  

·  don't share items such as cigarettes, glasses or cups, 
lipstick, toys or anything which could be contaminated 
with respiratory secretions  

·  maintain at least one metre distance from people who 
have flu-like symptoms such as coughing or sneezing  

·  consult your doctor if you have a cough and fever. 
Follow their instructions, including taking medicine as 
prescribed.  

·  if attending a medical practice or hospital Emergency 
Department, telephone beforehand so that they can 
arrange for you to be seen away from other people.
